Instead of merging, the club was sold to shareholders, and in 1987 listed on the second board of the stock exchange. The primary reason for doing this was to raise funds to survive. While this action served the club well, and the contribution made by those that bought the shares is much appreciated, it is now time to return the club to its members, especially when such fundamental questions are being asked about the clubs future. 

The idea that the club could be relocated without a vote by the members is unacceptable. 
WANM aims for all members to have an equal vote.
